GAMES

NAME GAME: Using the first letter of your first name, describe your banana in one word and
introduce yourself.

Preheat oven to 350°. Sift dry ingredients into bowl. Whirl remaining ingredients in PowerChef to form
an emulsion. Add to dry ingredients and mix just until dry ingredients are moistened. Spoon into
lightly buttered and floured Ultra Pro and bake 35-40 minutes. Remove from oven and let

stand in pan 5 minutes. Loosen edges with a spatula and turn out onto cake rack covered with wax
paper. Cool to room temperature before cutting. This is very moist, spongy bread that stays fresh
several days when stored properly in TUPPERWARE.
